He was minister for education in 

Independent India from 1947 till his death. Besides this, he pursued questions 

of spirit and nature throughout his life. He concluded that the true relation 

between science and religion is not one of controversy but of harmonious 

coexistence and leads to the discovery of the actual existence of a Universal 

Religion, despite all the extant divergent rites and creeds.
